Lakeview Drive Storm Sewer Pipelining 

 

The City hired Benchmark Construction to clean, televise, and line two large storm sewer pipes crossing Lak-

eview Drive near the lake. The pipes are deteriorating, so the City is proactively having them lined, to signifi-

cantly extend their life and avoid any catastrophic failures. 

Benchmark will be cleaning the pipes the week of August 2nd. The lining will occur approximately 4 to 6 

weeks later, when Benchmark receives the flexible plastic liner.  

It is likely that the chain link fence around the concrete outlet structure for the pond will be temporarily re-

moved when the lining process occurs in 4 to 6 weeks. While the fence is down, a temporary construction 

fence will be installed, to allow Benchmark access to perform their work, and protect anyone who might be 

walking in this area. The existing fence will be reinstalled after construction is finished.
