WHERE DO YOUR MONTHLY ASSESSMENTS GO?

From time to time we get asked what happens to all the money we collect
each month. Some of the expenses are obvious: running the pool, maintaining
the buildings and grounds, paying our staff, etc. Other expenses are not so ob-
vious, and in fact are just a bit frustrating.

Last month one of those frustrating expenses came up. The toilets in the Club-

house backed up, and after a couple of days and many hours of work by our maintenance man
(Cory), the troublesome blockage had been moved around but not completely dislodged, neces-
sitating all those needing to use the Clubhouse facilities to hike over to the Annex building. Our
manager Mickie, and Cory decided that this problem was going to require more expert help and
a plumber was called in, and he was able to finally resolve the problem. The total bill for all of
this??? After adding the time our staff spent on this, the cost of the equipment rented to dis-
lodge the clog, along with the cost of the plumber, the total was several hundred dollars; about
a dollar out of that assessment you paid this month.

So what is frustrating about this? The clog was caused by people putting things down the toilets
that don’t need to be there. Apparently there are some residents, (we can only hope that it is
our younger residents) who think it is fun to fill the toilets with paper towels causing the toilets
to back up and flood the bathrooms and locker rooms. | am not certain whether the fun is in
watching the water pour out on the floor, or seeing one or more of our employees frantically
working the plunger to stop it, but | do know that this homeowner resents having any part of her
assessment paying for this amusement.

If your children go to the Clubhouse please remind them that this is a privilege and that they
should behave in a responsible manner. If you are at the Clubhouse and see any inappropriate
behavior please alert the staff. Trust me, our staff has plenty of other work to do and the Board
has many other places to use that money.

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IMPORTANT REFERENDUM - APRIL 7th ELECTION!!!

“Shall the Trustees of the Warrenville Fire Protection District be elected, rather than appointed?” Please vote
YES on this referendum question when you vote on April 7th.

The WFPD is a single purpose unit of government, like a school district. It is not part of the City of Warren-
ville. Like a school district, it has its own Board of Trustees and its own tax levy. The WFPD Board is re-
sponsible for writing the yearly property tax levy and managing a $3.12 million budget.

Currently, the members of this Board are appointed by the DuPage County Board Chairman, rather than be-
ing elected by the residents and taxpayers of the district. In recent years, DuPage County has tried to exert
more control over the county fire districts. The county’s views have not always matched the WFPD Board’s
views of what is best for Warrenville. In a Daily Herald article on February 17, 2015, the County Board
Chairman criticized our fire department and the WFPD’s making decisions for itself, and said, “They
[WFPD] just want to have their own little empire.”

The WFPD is the only unit of government in Warrenville that can tax its residents, but doesn’t allow resi-
dents to vote for its board members. Other boards that can levy taxes on residents, such as the District 200
School Board and the Warrenville City Council, are elected by their residents. The WFPD is one of only a
few active Fire Protection Districts in DuPage County with an appointed board. Most have elected boards.
The referendum will not cost any money. Trustees’ salaries, approx. $2,000 per year, are set by state law.

The “Elect Your Fire Trustees’ committee believes that if a unit of government can tax its residents, those res-
idents should be able to vote for the people who will spend their money. Warrenville depends on its fire and
EMS service every single day and has the right to decide for itself what is best for its community. The com-
mittee’s slogan is, “Your Taxes: Your Choice.” People who are interested in joining, or want more infor-
mation can contact the ‘Elect Your Fire Trustees Committee’ via Facebook at https://www.facebook.com/
elect yourfiretrustees; via website at http://www.electyourfiretrustees.org; via email at electyourfiretrus-
tees@gmail.com; or via phone at 630.393.1788.

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ACORN (Accessible City Operated Rides Now)

The City of Warrenville offers a municipal transportation program called ACORN for its special needs resi-
dents. The Municipal Van Program transports residents from their homes to any destination within a five-mile
radius of City Hall (28W701 Stafford Place), including such places as medical facilities, shopping centers, en-
tertainment venues, and friends' homes. Hours of operation are Monday through Friday, 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.; no
holidays. During severe weather, service may be canceled for safety reasons. An ACORN Van Registration
Form must be completed and turned in to City Hall in order to participate in this program.

Questions or complaints can be made to the ACORN Lead Van Driver at (630) 393-1223, ext. 7.

Parameters:

Eligibility: Warrenville residents age 60+ or disabled at least 18 with RTA card. For more information visit the
RTA'’s website or call (312) 836-7000.

e This is curb-to-curb service; drivers are not responsible for getting passengers in or out of their house, se-
curing them in their wheelchair, dressing them, or taking them to or from their destination.

e Hours of operation are 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. with the first pickup at 8:30 a.m. and the last pickup at 3:30 p.m.
No rides will be provided between 11 a.m. and noon p.m. or on city holidays (holidays that fall on a Satur-
day are observed the preceding Friday; on a Sunday, the following Monday)

e Two business days in advance reservation required; call (630) 393-1223, ext. 1. A ride is scheduled only
when the Driver calls and verifies it.

¢ Riders must schedule their return trip home; do not call the Van Driver on to be picked up as needed or
ask the Driver to wait. Spontaneous trips that were not scheduled (i.e. drug store) are not permitted; these
trips must be scheduled in advance.

e There is a 15-minute window for the van to arrive and wait.

e Travel limit: five-mile radius from City Hall, 28W701 Stafford Place.

o Item transport will be limited to what the passenger can carry. Drivers will not carry packages or groceries.
e Wheelchair must be standard size (23 inches to 32 inches wide) and must be secured.

e Passengers cannot bring along friends, family, or children to ride the van.

e No dogs or animals on van unless required by disability.

e No smoking permitted on van.

e Service Fee: $3 fee for one-way and/or round trips within Warrenville. $3 fee per one-way trip outside of
Warrenville ($6 round trip)

e Riders must purchase a 10-ride ticket, which will be punched each time they ride the van. Each punch is
worth $3, so a 10-ride ticket costs $30. Riders cannot ride without a 10-ride card - no exceptions.
